1) Were the pre-course reading assignments useful? Are there any readings that you would
like to see added or removed in future years?

Yes, although I wish there was more delineation between which readings were
absolutely necessary to succeed and which ones would be helpful.

The videos and Belanger got me through the first 2 days. I never looked at Gaskell
and I think there was no need to assign the whole book when we only used the
imposition diagrams.

The readings were very useful. There was some confusion about the additional
material to be sent by mail and whether that material was required (it wasn't listed
on the advance reading list etc.)

Yes.

The pre-course readings were essential and I'm very glad I took the time to work
through them all. Maybe not every chapter from Gaskell is vital, but the extra
chapters don't hurt anything either.

I think it's time to cut Bowers, either in toto or substantially. The workbook does a
much better job of explaining Bowers than Bowers himself, and the book just
makes us all worried about the class. I can see why it's important to give honor to
this key figure in the discipline, but I think you can accomplish that by either
assigning a shorter portion of Bowers (e.g., just the intro and appendix) or through
emphasis in other readings. Cutting Bowers would give lots of space for other
readings or practice before arrival, which would likely mean we'd be better
prepared for the class than we are now.

Yes, very useful, but Bowers is an absolute slog.

The reading assignments were very useful, as were the films. I felt prepared for the
course and ready to begin when I arrived. Some reading from Bowers chapter six
might be useful.

The videos were helpful as was the chapter by Terry Belanger. Gaskell provided
good historical context but was less helpful for collation. I don’t remember if the
imposition charts at the back of the book were highlighted in the advanced
reading notes but I wish I had spent more time with them beforehand. Bowers
only makes even a little sense after starting the course and being exposed to bib
des principles but I don’t know a way around that.

They were very hard to get through with no physical reference. I see that they’re
necessary for understanding the course and I'm not sure what a better solution
would be, but I found it near impossible to retain the information I read.
However, once here, I was always going back into the readings.

The videos and Belanger chapter are great if your time to do advance reading is
limited. I found Gaskell much more readable than Bowers. I don't know if I can
bring myself to try it again in the future (which I am at least ashamed to admit).
Yes, all of the assignments were useful and critically important. The advance
advice given to students to fully prepare or else take this course another time was a
solid recommendation; I don't know how any student could manage the course



without the advance readings. The video on descriptive bibliography (starring a
young Terry Belanger) was particularly useful; I watched it at least three times.

I loved the museum dedicated to examples of bibliography. It really put what we
were learning into context.

Learning about signatures will help me in my research. I was most intrigued by
the gestures the course made towards desc bib’s potential for book history,
especially the history of publishing as part of intellectual and literary history.

I think the hands on practice was really useful and that it was nicely supplemented
with lecture and museum time.

The books that we worked with were all quite challenging, and this week felt like I
was solving puzzles in a very elaborate escape room. I feel more confident in my
ability to accurately work with and describe rare books out in the world.

The practice describing books and the following discussions in our labs were the
most relevant part. It was also inspiring and informative to spend so much time
socializing with the other students and discussing our work.
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I most enjoyed the discussions about book history and the applications of
descriptive bibliography. I came away with many new insights, and I am especially
looking forward to teaching students about book history.

I will be able to confidently collate the usually relatively simple books I come
across in my work. I also have some ideas about Bowers use of edition, issue, and
state that I need to think more deeply about.

I particularly enjoyed the museums. I will certainly be looking at our collections
with a fresh eye.

I definitely am walking away with project plans however unsure of how I can
continue my bibliographic training. I just started my first professional position
and hope to work with rare books in the future but am in the position of currently
having to be grateful for any kind of library job that I can get. I am intrigued by
how we can further study social histories by doing bibliographic investigations,
and how we can find things out which were not recorded in words by investigating
the physical evidence.

DesBib was a great intro/complement to my special collections library work.
There's definitely emphasis on learning how to do collation formulas, etc. but
there's also exposure to printing and book history, as well as the history of
bibliography. Despite spending a lot of time around rare books, I needed to have a
formal, structured environment to go deeper into what a book is and how they're
put together. I spent a lot of time messaging colleagues with new projects to do or
ideas on how to do cataloging or programming better. The museums were a great
example of teaching and learning I think we could adapt.

My head is about to explode with so many new insights. In this course we not only
learned about history (what it is), but also how to study it, how to approach
complex bibliographic problem-solving, and how to think about the learning
process in general.

I most enjoyed learning more about the handpress production process and how it
relates to physical evidence in the book.

Yes — I am ready to do more independent study and look forward to perusing the
RBS course list for next year.

I loved the description practice sessions, followed by lab the next morning. The
lectures and museums contributed a lot of important knowledge that we could
apply to our work too. I'm excited to put these new skills to practice in my own
work when I get home.

This course was a revelatory delight! All aspects of writing the bibliography
fascinated me, including the how and the why of the systems/syntaxes. My cohort
mates have already discussed how to keep practicing together and a few potential
projects.

I was most intrigued by the intersections of our material, repetitive practice w/
formulas and larger questions about book history, collaborative scholarship, and
the sociopolitical relevance of the book in history.

Collation formula, book history, bibliographical history, fonts, printing and
binding history and procedure will be relevant to the work. It will help with my
current project deciphering the German Fraktur early 17-19th century prints.

The practice collation was very helpful; I feel I learned a whole new skill.

My lab
instructor was a good fit for me as I wanted to hear how a working cataloger used
DesBib.

I will apply the vocabulary and skills learned here to further develop and refine my
own approach to the cataloging and curatorial work I am currently undertaking.
Where these invaluable skills will take me after that is anyone's guess, but I feel
fortified that I will be better at anything I do in the bibliosphere now that I've
taken this course and had this experience.

I also
figured out that I don't have it in me to be the best bibliographer ever. I think I
absorbed as much as I could and am working to process it and figure out how to
make it work best with my interests, skillset, and brain, such as it is. There are
definitely core themes I will try to remember like detecting patterns and breaks in
the pattern and that the front matter is always the last to be printed, hence
weirdness. I will probably emphasize understanding what a book is doing and
struggling with how to communicate it in a Bowers-approved way, but I'm glad
the formulas are somewhat demystified for me after this week.

I experienced a powerful moment at the end of a 3.5-hourlong session
investigating and ultimately collating a single (incredibly complex) book. When I
finally completed the work, I was astounded that I had actually completed it and
felt a surge of pride in doing so. The lab instructors provided multilayered support

not only by giving hints for finding guideposts (which we still had to find for
ourselves), but also for encouraging us to not give up.
