Reading Lists

Most RBS courses have advance reading lists or assignments that RBS instructors expect their students to com-
plete before they arrive.

Students should come to class prepared. Those who have trouble locating required readings might try obtaining
them through interlibrary loan (ILL), from used or antiquarian booksellers through the Antiquarian Booksellers
Association of America (ABAA), or online via sites such as www.bookfinder.com or www.vialibri.net.

Arrival & Departure Logistics
When thinking about your transportation arrangements, please remember that staying over Friday night after

the last day of class can be an excellent idea, if you can swing it. Arriving a day early may also be a good idea, as it
can provide an opportunity to settle in, overcome jet lag, &c. RBS first-timers are often surprised by the intensity

of the experience, so be sure to get some sleep before class starts!

Accommodations

RBS students will have the option to stay in UChicago’s dormitories (Campus North Residential Commons).
These accommodations are apartment-style, comprising of four single rooms and a shared bathroom and kitchen,
and cost $94.00 per night per bed. Students taking advantage of this housing option are only responsible for the
cost of their bed. Remaining beds will be filled only by other RBS students. Linens are provided. Dishware and
cookware are not. Laundry facilities, retail dining options, and ample street parking will be available. Students
will check in any time after 9 a.m. on 2 August and will check out any time after 10 a.m. on 9 August. Further
information regarding room reservations will be shared with students in the coming weeks, as these provisional
details are finalized.

There are several hotel options nearby the University of Chicago campus. The Study at University of Chicago
is one such example, located at the corner of Woodlawn and E 60th Street. Located adjacent to the David Ruben-
stein Forum and Keller Center, this hotel is a sixteen-minute walk to the Regenstein Library.

If you're staying in Hyde Park, the Hyatt Place Chicago South and Sophy Hyde Park offer comfortable stays
close to campus. Located just one block apart, Hyatt Place is off 53rd Street on S. Harper Avenue and Sophy
Hyde Park is on 53rd Street—a major neighborhood destination with many shopping, dining, and entertain-
ment options. Both hotels have easy access to public transportation routes into downtown Chicago. The hotels
are approximately a 20-minute walk from the Regenstein Library.

The University of Chicago also maintains a Preferred Hotel Program for hotels in the Chicago area:

“The University of Chicago rate” to receive the discounted rate and access to special amenities where offered.

It would be wise to look into these options earlier, rather than later, as the course week coincides with the end of
Lollapalooza. As the festival dates approach, hotel and airfare prices will increase, and availability will decrease.
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Transportation

Air Travel From the Dan Ryan Expressway (I-90/94):

If you choose to fly to Chicago, there are two major Exit at Garfield Boulevard (55th Street) and drive east,
commercial airports in the Chicago area: Midway following the signs for 55th Street. Once you cross over
International Airport (MDW) and Chicago O'Hare Cottage Grove Avenue, the campus is on your right.
International Airport (ORD).

From Midway Airport, visitors can take a direct 55 Taking the Train
bus to the campus in Hyde Park, which takes about
50 minutes. Ride shares from Midway only take about Amtrak: Trains arrive at Union Station.

Advance Adyvices

What to Bring

At RBS, dress is business casual for all events. Summer in Chicago can range from warm to blistering hot, with
average temperatures ranging from 70 degrees to 81 degrees Fahrenheit. The classroom space in the Regenstein,
on the other hand, is usually quite chilly. With these temperatures and classroom comfort in mind, please pack
appropriately. In general, bringing comfortable shoes and an umbrella is also a good idea.

RBS participants are expected to come to class prepared, and are required to be on time. Bring a watch. If you
wish to take notes, plan accordingly. Pencils, paper, and other supplies are available at nearby convenience stores.
Before leaving home, check the course description and the reading list on the RBS website for specific instructions
on what to bring. (It is not, for instance, always necessary to bring copies of your advance reading.)

Pharmacies & Medical Facilities

The nearest pharmacy is a CVS located at 1228 E 53rd St (773-752-1425). For 24-hour service, visit the Walgreens
located at 1554 E 55th St (773-667-1177). This location is approximately a 5-minute drive from the Regenstein
Library. The nearest hospital emergency room is the University of Chicago Emergency Department and Trauma
Center located at 5656 S Maryland Ave (773-702-6250). As always, if you need immediate assistance, dial 911.
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
